First class — biomass!

There’s nothing new about ‘Green Meetings'.
The principles were in place at Congress Saal-
felden long before this phrase had been coined
in Austria. During the planning and construc-
tion work in 2004 and 2005 those responsible
closely analysed the projected energy needs
of the new building thus proceeding along the
‘green’ road.

Water from two deep water springs is used to
cool down the function rooms and returns to
the circulation via a heat exchanger; hence it is
no longer necessary to depend on energy in-
tensive air conditioning systems.

Temperature regulation is also conducted eco-
logically throughout the winter. A second fa-
cade was installed in addition to the insulation
and fulfils the task of keeping the wind, rain
and snow off the outer walls very effectively.
The large air cushion also acts as a temperature
